However, most
individuals move away from desires largely considering
their future.

So, let us ask a simple question: Does sacrificing
desires always lead to a better future?

IF YOU BELIEVE SO, THIS IS A CRUCIAL READ...

Let us delve into some facts. Increasing monthly savings
is not about extreme mindfulness; it is about better
structuring of income, expenses and investments.

1. PAY YOURSELF FIRST
Most people save what remains after spending.
High savers do the opposite.
Action Steps:
* Fix a savings percentage (20-40% depending on
income) and transfer it to investments such as
Registered Deposits (RD), Systematic Investment
Plans (SIP), Certificate of Deposit (CD) and
Insurance.
* Automate such payments immediately after
salary credit and keep the payment dates close to
salary credit day. What you do not see in your
bank account, you will not spend.

2. Prepare Budgets, Track Cash Flow, not just
Expenses
Classify expenses as:
* Fixed Expenses: These remain constant each
month. Examples include rent, EMI, mobile bills,
tuition fees and investments.
* Variable Expenses: These fluctuate monthly.
Examples include travel, leisure, medical bills, and
clothing. Once classified, link these expenses to
cash inflow sources to analyse spending patterns.
Expense tracking alone does not improve savings
unless it is linked to decisions.

3. Lifestyle Inflation: A Concern?
Lifestyle inflation is a concern for many. It is
important to manage it effectively to ensure that
your savings goals are met.
* As income rises, expenses tend to increase at a
faster rate. In this stage, it is advisable to answer
five 'Why' questions.
* Why do | want to spend this money?
* Why is this purchase important at this time?
* Why is this the best option available?
* Why does this align with my financial priorities?
* Why will | still be happy with this purchase even
after 60 days?

4. Limit Your EMIs and Debt
Never exceed your EMIs above 35% of your
monthly income. Debt mismanagement is a
significant obstacle to monthly savings.
Steps to improve:
* Prepay high-interest loans (personal loans, credit cards)
* Refinance or rearrange expensive loans where
possible with alternativessuch as Gold Loans or Chits.
* Never withdraw from your Provident Fund (PF) or
Systematic InvestmentPlan (SIP) to pay loans.
Lower EMIs = higher Monthly Surplus
5. Use Smart Investment Structures
Savings improve when investments are structured
correctly.
Examples:
¢ SIPs instead of irregular investing
* Goal-based fund allocation instead of irregular plans

6. Create a “Savings Ladder”
Gradually increase your savings without fail.
How it works:
e Increase SIPs by 5-10% annually
® Use step-up SIPs linked to income growth
* Allocate bonuses fully or partially to savings

Small increases, when done consistently,
create large results.

7. Maintain an Emergency Fund

Without an emergency fund, savings are depleted
during crises.

Best practice: ® 6 months of expenses in
liquid/overnight funds

* Avoid using the same for smaller emergencies
8. Review, Don't Overreact

Monthly panic cuts are ineffective. Structured
withdrawals are the only viable options.

Review frequency:

* Expenses: quarterly ¢ Investments: annually

e Goals: annually or after major life changes.

Consistency is more effective than constant change.

TAKEAWAY : Improving monthly savings is not about
increasing income - it is about managing what you
already earn more intelligently. Savings are not a
sacrifice; they are a discipline.
Author’s Views: If your savings do not grow despite
income growth, the issue is not money-it is structure.
With the right planning, anyone can improve monthly
savings without compromising quality of life. It is your
choice.

Start early. Remember that 99.9999% of your

problems can be solved with money.

It is important to remain rational while making financial
decisions. Remember, only you can answer these

questions. Do not discuss them with others.

Think of the endless cruelties visited by the
inhabitants of one corner of this pixel on the scarcely distinguishable inhabitants of some
other corner, how frequent their misunderstandings, how eager they are to kill one another,
how fervent their hatreds.

Our posturings, our imagined self-importance, the delusion that we have some privileged
position in the Universe, are challenged by this point of pale light. Our planet is a lonely
speck in the great enveloping cosmic dark. In our obscurity, in all this vastness, there is no
hint that help will come from elsewhere to save us from ourselves.

The Earth is the only world known so far to harbor life. There is nowhere else, at least in the
near future, to which our species could migrate. Visit, yes. Settle, not yet. Like it or not, for
the moment the Earth is where we make our stand.

It has been said that astronomy is a humbling and character-building experience. There is
perhaps no better demonstration of the folly of human conceits than this distant image of
our tiny world. To me, it underscores our responsibility to deal more kindly with one another,
and to preserve and cherish the pale blue dot, the only home we've ever known."
